Policy Reminders for 2010-2011





The following policies are being emphasized again for the 2010-2011 school year.  Please discuss these issues with your student.





CELL PHONES


Cell phones must be kept in the student locker and turned off.  Student possession or use of a cell phone during the school day will face disciplinary action including confiscation of the phone.





STUDENT ATTENDANCE FOR ATHLETES.   


A student athlete must be in attendance at Hall High School by the end of 3rd period in order to practice or to participate in a game that day or night. Exceptions will be made in the discretion of the coach for funerals, doctor appointments, and similar family emergencies.





LOCKERS


Each student is assigned a locker for his/her own use.  Students are required to use their assigned locker and are not allowed to share lockers.  IT IS THE STUDENT(S RESPONSIBILITY FOR LOSS OF VALUABLES OR MONEY IN THEIR LOCKER.  





BOOK BAGS, BACKPACKS, PURSES OR OTHER CARRYING DEVICES


No book bags, backpacks, purses, or other book carrying devices may be used during the school day except to bring books to and from school.  Students must house the book bags, backpacks, purses, or other carrying devices in their locker during the school day while classes are in session.  














URGENT- New Attendance Policy


The Hall Board of Education approved a new attendance policy that will go into effect for the 2010-2011 school year.   Students who accumulate eleven (11) absences from a class in one semester, FOR ANY REASON, will be in danger of losing credit for that class.  Students are highly encouraged to make attendance at school a priority.  Parents whose children are absent from school for five (5) and then seven (7) days will receive an early warning notification from the school.


 All parents are encouraged to review the new attendance policy in the Parent Student Handbook (part III) and call the school if they have any questions.
